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Pedestrian and bike path project in Baldwin City to begin July 28

According to the Kansas Department of Transportation, a pedestrian and bike path project
in Baldwin City, will begin July 28, weather permitting. Work will occur during daylight
hours and is expected to be completed in mid-October.

The project will include Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) ramps and will be located
on Elm Street from Midland Railroad Crossing to Eighth Street.

Pedestrian traffic will encounter sidewalk closures for the duration of the project. There will
also be some weekend and nighttime closures of the intersections and driveways that may
affect Elm Street traffic.

Amino Brothers Co. Inc., of Kansas City, is the contractor on the $447,000 project.
