Since the MARC TIP is incorporated by reference, without modification, into the statewide transportation improvement
program (STIP), the MARC TIP represents the most current listing of projects within the boundaries of the Kansas City
metropolitan planning area and should be the basis for comparison of projects listed in the amendment. The MARC TIP
is available for review online at: www.marc.org/Transportation/Plans-Studies/Transportation-Plans-and-Studies/TIP.
