As requested by your September 24, 2024, letter, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA)
and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) have reviewed the FY 2025-2028 Kansas
Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).

Based on our review, we find that the STIP is based on a statewide transportation planning
process that substantially meets the requirements of 23 U.S.C. 134 and 135, 49 U.S.C. 5303 and
5304, and 23 CFR 450. We also find that the referenced metropolitan Transportation
Improvement Programs (TIPs) are consistent with the metropolitan transportation plans produced
by the continuing, cooperative, and comprehensive transportation process carried out by the
Metropolitan Planning Organizations, the Kansas Department of Transportation (KDOT), and
the public transportation operators in accordance with 23 U.S.C. 134 and 49 U.S.C. 5303. This
finding is based on MPO and KDOT self-certifications, our regular involvement in the State and
MPO transportation planning processes, formal certification reviews, as well as other activities.

The FY 2025-2028 STIP is hereby approved. This approval shall expire four years from the date
of this letter.
